When you gather around at night, exhausted after a long day, the
talk is not of what they will do when they get back. It's of memories
and good times back home. It's of the men they have lost, the battles
they have fought, the lives they hope to have beyond this place some
day.

| think back to the first U.S. soldiers that landed at Bagram Air
Base just north of Kabul back in 2001. A young soldier was standing
with his weapon as a group of journalists gathered. One of the Af-
ghan soldiers | knew well walked by, and I greeted him with the nor-
mal Islamic greeting, "As-Salaam-o-Alaikum," and he responded.

The American soldier stared at me, slightly surprised and non-
plussed, not understanding the exchange.

"That's how you greet people in this part of the world," | said to
him, "didn't they teach you that before you invaded?"

"No ma'am," he answered politely and looked away, to end the
conversation.

What a different Army and Marine Corps the U.S. has today. Many
are fluent in the local language where they serve, almost everyone
can say a few words. The essential terms for making friends and earn-
ing respect — words like hello and thank you, those are second na-
ture.

Here on the base, there is an Afghan soldier who runs a small ki-
osk, selling things that Marines really want — cigarettes and cold
drinks. It's good business for him and welcome respite for the Ma-
rines who have access to no comforts here.

But what | enjoy most is watching how they interact. The exchange
of words, sometimes a joke, sometimes a deal. The small jibes that
are symbolic of sincere affection.

It's not a panacea. It's not a cliché that will save the country. It's
just a very human moment in a very inhuman place.
