Richard Eugene 'Dickie’ Wise USMC Vet-
eran 1974-78, 2nd MAW, Ordinance Chief
F-4 Phantom Il Squadron, passed away 15 Feb-
ruary 2010 at the Louisville VA Medical
Center. He was 53 years old when he died of
complications from diabetes.

Although he grew up on the next street from my
home and was a close friend all
through school, | graduated the year before he
did, we had gone separate ways and
hadn't seen each other since the mid-1980s. His
father was my English teacher in
my Junior and Senior years. A tough old Ko-
rean War Navy Veteran, | requested 'mean’
old Mr. Wise for my teacher because he didn't
screw around. He was a teacher that
made student learning a priority, regardless of
the method he chose. I believe he
would've made a fine U.S. Marine Drill Instruc-
tor!

Dickie seemed to like what | did and followed
suit many times. I enlisted into the
Corps in Oct. 1973, he in March 1974. 1 had a
1969 el Camino, he got himself a '73.
Mine was a dark metallic green, his metallic
blue. The last time | saw him was
just before Susan and | moved from the Louis-
ville area to just south of Glasgow in
1984. We had both stopped to gas up our vehi-
cles at a convenience store, | had
moved on to my first CJ-7 but he still had his el
Camino. We shook hands and
parted ways. Never saw him again, although 1

Marine Pilots, if in the aircraft when ordinance
is being loaded, are to keep both of
their hands held up and visible to the ordinance
crew chief. If the pilot drops one or
both of his hands, the ordinance chief yells
'CLEAR!" and the ordinance crew runs like
hell to get away from the aircraft in case the
pilot accidently punches the wrong
thing and drops the bombs that have just been
loaded.

A Marine Major, an F-4 pilot that must've had
crabs or something, kept dropping his
hands. Dickie cleared everyone out from under
the aicraft twice. The third time,
after clearing out the crew, he climbed up onto
the aircraft and planted his fist into

Roosevelt said, "To put
into words what is in their hearts and minds but not in their mouths." ""Hearts and minds' later became a
slogan of sorts, as what had to be won in Vietnam." "Safire's New Political Dictionary" by William
Safire (Random House, New York, 1993). Page 716. According to a new reference just purchased
today, Charles "Chuck" Colson, President Nixon's general counsel, had a plaque in his office with that
saying. A former Green Beret had "that plaque made up, then gave it to him because he thought this
saying applied to his work in the White House." One possible origin "is a Vietnam-era congressional
debate in which a liberal Democrat pleaded for programs designed to ‘win the hearts and minds of the
downtrodden.' Hawkish Rep. Mendel Rivers (D-S.C.) responded, 'l say get ‘em by the balls and their
hearts and minds will follow."
