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Columbia, SC (WLTX) - A veteran at the Dorn 

V.A. Hospital who survived one of the most 

notorious prisoner of war experiences in 

U.S. history was given a Marine-sized surprise 

early Thursday morning. 

Don Pike, 88, is among of a shrinking number 

of survivors from the Bataan Death March in 

1942. A dogtag still hangs around his neck, a 

lasting memory of his Marine unit. 

Pike recently had a stroke and is now 

speechless. His story is now told through his 

wife Polly. 

"He lived through hell a number of times," she 

explained. 

His wife considers her husband an American 

Hero, one who served his country with courage 

and pride. 

The Bataan Death March occurred during the 

Battle of Bataan, which took place in the 

Philipines. The Japanese military transported 

75,000 U.S. and Philipine prisoners of war 

across a roughly 60-mile trek. More than 

10,000 men are believed to have 

died.  Thousands more were able to escape 

before reaching the final prison camp. 

During that march, American soldiers were 

tortured, physically abused, and murdered by 

the Japanese. WEB EXTRA: Click on the 

Video on the Right Titled "Marine's Wife 

Describes His War Experience" for More on 

Pike's Remarkable Story   

"Those that suffered and died, were more 

blessed than he was, because he had to live 

through it," Polly said. "If he had to do it over 

again, he would not want to live." 

But he did find a way to survive. 

"He escaped from the Bataan Death March", 

said Polly, "He snuck out into the jungle in the 

middle of the night". 

Polly says Don made it out, then waited until it 

was dark. He found a log and swam 

approximately eight miles. When he got out of 

the water, he encountered U.S. Marines, who 

shot at him by mistake, until he convinced them 

that he was one of their brothers. 

He then fought alongside his fellow 

Marines until he was captured near the town of 

Nagasaki, Japan months later. This time, he was 

forced into slave labor in coal mines, working 

16 to 18 hours a day. In fact, he was in the area 

when the atomic bomb was dropped on that city 

in 1945, and actually saw the resulting 

mushroom cloud. 

Thursday, Pike was inducted as an honorary 

member of the Marine Corp League and 

presented with a letter directly from General 

James Conway, the Commandant of the Marine 

Corp. Conway is the highest ranking Marine 

officer. 

"He didn't even know about the recognition, he 

knew the Marines were coming and that made 

his eyes light up, but he had no idea", Polly 

said. 

While his voice may be silenced, his heart, 

courage, and title are not. His hand now now 

can grip a new lasting memory, for a valued 

United States Marine.

Bataan Death March Survivor Honored 

Judge Says Lejeune Canõt Ban Anti-Islam Decals  -  Military.com 

April 01, 2010 Associated Press RALEIGH, 

N.C. - Camp Lejeune officials violated the 

rights of a military veteran who came to his job 

on base in a vehicle emblazoned with anti-

Islamic decals after his son died in a terrorist 

bombing, a federal judge ruled. 

Jesse Nieto's stickers included one that said 

"ISLAM (equals) TERRORISM" and another 

with a threat to defecate on the Quran. He also 

had a decal to commemorate the 2000 bombing 

of the USS Cole, in which 17 shipmates died 

including Nieto's youngest son. 

"His vehicle is a way to express his mourning 

and anger," said Nieto's attorney, Robert Muise. 

Nieto has been driving a different vehicle to his 

on-base job since the summer of 2008, but 

Muise said he plans to return with his decals 

next week. He has worked at Lejeune since 

1994 and previously served 25 years in the 

Marine Corps, including two combat tours as an 

infantryman in Vietnam. 

U.S. District Judge Malcolm J. Howard said in 

a ruling posted Wednesday that a Lejeune regu-

lation targeting inflammatory speech on base 

was improperly applied to Nieto's decals and 

not to pro-Islamic messages that may be just as 

incendiary. Howard concluded that the applica-

tion of the rule violated Nieto's free speech. 

"While military officials are entitled to great 

deference in restricting speech to further the 

military's needs, they may not do so in a man-

ner that discriminates against a particular point 

of view," Howard wrote in his decision. 

Nieto did not seek monetary damages in his 

lawsuit. Camp Lejeune officials did not imme-

diately return a call seeking comment. 

One of Nieto's decals showed a picture of the 

cartoon character Calvin urinating on an illus-

tration of the Islamic prophet Muhammad. An-

other declared, "WE DIED, THEY RE-

JOICED." Another said "Disgrace My Coun-

tries Flag And I will (defecate) On Your 

Quran." 

A few of the stickers were removed after a traf-

fic court hearing in 2008. He then added an-

other decal with a line striking through the Is-

lamic crescent moon and start, with the words 

"No Quarter" and "Islamic Terrorist" on it. 

Nieto was then ordered to remove all of his 

decals, but he refused. 

Camp Lejeune's rules say that vehicles cannot 

display messages of "extremist, indecent, sexist 

or racist" nature. Muise said the base was pick-

ing and choosing which messages to restrict. 

"It's political correctness run amok," he said.

Marines Helping Marines

The late Rep. John Murtha, Pennsylvania 

Democrat, has achieved his highest undeserved 

honor. Navy Secretary Ray Mabus has decided 

to name the Navy's newest San Antonio Class 

amphibious transport-dock LPD 26 the USS 

John P. Murtha. This is a slap in the face to 

every service member who bridled when 

Murtha publicly accused Marines in Iraq of 

intentionally killing women and children in 

cold blood.  

Murtha made his views known after details 

emerged about a firefight in Haditha in 

November 2005 in which 24 Iraqis were killed. 

Murtha accused the Marines of engaging in 

premeditated murder and agreed with 

MSNBC's Chris Matthews that this was 

"exactly" like the 1968 My Lai massacre in 

Vietnam. Charges later were brought against 

eight Marines but have since been dropped 

against all but one. However, Murtha's 

theatrical rush to judgment still rankles 

Americans in uniform, whose views on the 

congressman range from disappointment to the 

belief that he gave aid and comfort to the 

enemy.  

"This dishonors every Marine who will serve 

aboard that ship," a Navy officer told The 

Washington Times. "And it sends a poor 

message to the acquisition community that 

politicians can have ships named after them just 

for sending pork back to their districts." 

Milblogger "CDR Salamander," who served in 

the Navy for 21 years, told us this was "a naked 

political move" and "nothing about this man 

will be inspiring to the crew assigned to the 

ship."  

To his credit, Murtha was a combat-wounded 

veteran of Vietnam, but he is hardly unique in 

that respect. The USNS Benavidez is named for 

Army Master Sgt. Roy P. Benavidez, who, 

wounded and under heavy assault, saved the 

lives of eight men at Loc Ninh in South 

Vietnam in 1968. He was awarded the Medal of 

Honor. Likewise the USNS 1st Lt. Harry L. 

Martin, which is named for a Marine who was 

mortally wounded on Iwo Jima while leading 

his men in a counterattack against a massed 

Japanese suicide charge. The USNS Shughart is 

named after Sgt. 1st Class Randy Shughart, 

killed at the Battle of Mogadishu in 1993. 

These are the types of veterans who should be 

given such an honor, not a political hack whose 

most successful defensive maneuver was saving 

his pork-laden earmarks from surprise attacks 

of fiscal responsibility.  

The idea to name the ship after Murtha 

probably did not originate with the Navy 

secretary. Some speculate that this is House 

Speaker Nancy Pelosi's parting salute to one of 

her loyal hatchet men. San Antonio Class 

vessels traditionally are named after cities, and 

this is the first such ship to be named after a 

person. Because this recommendation breaks 

protocol and tradition, the Navy Department 

should release the documents that pinpoint its 

origins and the process by which it was 

decided.  

It's doubtful that the ship naming will do much 

to honor Murtha. The brave Marines and sailors 

who serve aboard this vessel probably will refer 

to it only as LPD 26 or come up with a colorful 

nickname like "Porky Pig" or the "Fat 

Bastard" (the Marine favorite). Perhaps Murtha 

could still be useful in supplying the ship's 

slogan: "Cold Blooded Killers."

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As the U.S. Air Force prepares a space plane for next week's launch, the 

U.S. Marine Corps plans its own ride through orbit.  

When then Marine Lieutenant Colonel Roosevelt Lafontant first 

started pushing the idea of a space plane for the U.S. Marine Corps in 

2002, skeptics didn't even bother to suppress their laughter. But now, 

with a Concept of Operations (CONOPS)ða formal military document 

that lays out how a particular weapon system would be usedðand a 

completed, but not yet released Pentagon road map for the technology, 

people are beginning to take note of the Small Unit Space Transport and 

Insertion, or SUSTAIN, the notional concept of a Marine space plane.  

"Then the laughing subsided," says Lafontant, who now works at 

Schafer Corporation. "People were really talking about it, and then it got 

serious. Then we finally got a CONOPS; the laughter stopped com-

pletely, and people started jumping on the technology bandwagon."  

After decades of unsuccessful development, military space planes are 

finally getting some respect. On April 19 the U.S. Air Force plans to 

launch the X-37B, an unmanned space plane that will circle the planet a 

classified number of times before making an autonomous landing. 

(Popular Mechanics profiled the effort as the magazine's cover story in 

April.) The idea of a pop-up reconnaissance platform, to be used if a 

satellite is not available or is disabled, is an important rationale for the 

Air Force's project. 

The Marines' space plane takes the Corps' slogan of "first to fight" to the 

extreme: It could transport a squad of Marine riflemen to anyplace on 

earth within 2 hours, and then extract them after their mission is com-

plete. Though the goal is appealingðimagine delivering well-armed 

Marines at hypersonic speed to a suspected Osama bin Laden hideout or 

besieged embassyðthe concept seemed outlandish to many when it was 

first proposed. 

But as strange as sending Marines into space might sound, it would not 

be the first time that the Marine Corps has succeeded in pushing a seem-

ingly impossible aircraft. It was, after all, the Marine Corps that pushed 

the V-22, a tilt-rotor aircraft that takes off like a helicopter and lands like 

an airplane, over the objections of skeptics, even keeping it alive when 

then defense secretary Dick Cheney tried to kill it. 

Similar to the V-22, the concept of the Marine space plane has been 

driven by ardent supporters, and not always with the full support of their 

superiors. Along with Lafontant, Franz Gayl, the Marine Corps science 

and technology advisor, has been another driving force behind the con-

cept. Though it's not part of his official portfolio, Gayl has dedicated his 

spare time to shepherding the concept to completion. The Pentagon's 

National Security Space Office is now putting the finishing touches on a 

road map for the space plane.

But the United States Postal Ser-

vice deserves a standing ovation for 

something that's going to happen 

this month: Bill Mauldin is getting his own postage stamp. 

Mauldin died at age 81 in the early days of 2003.  The end of his life had been rugged.  He 

had been scalded in a bathtub, which led to terrible injuries and infections; Alzheimer's dis-

ease was inflicting its cruelties.  Unable to care for himself after the scalding, he became a 

resident of a California nursing home, his health and spirits in rapid decline. 

He was not forgotten, though.  Mauldin, and his work, meant so much to the millions of 

Americans who fought in World War II, and to those who had waited for them to come 

home.  He was a kid cartoonist for Stars and Stripes, the military newspaper; Mauldin's 

drawings of his muddy, exhausted, whisker-stubbled infantrymen Willie and Joe were the 

voice of truth about what it was like on the front lines. 

Mauldin was an enlisted man just like the soldiers he drew for; his gripes were their gripes, 

his laughs were their laughs, his heartaches were their heartaches.  He was one of 

them.  They loved him.
