The history behind the Louisville Marine Toys for
Tots program goes back to the days when the
local Marine Corps Reserve Unit ran the
program. Founded in 1947, the program has
evolved around the nation and as it expanded,
Reserve Centers were few and far between and
thus, the Marine Corps League detachments
became involved. In most areas, a Toys for Tots
coordinator is affiliated through a MCL unit but
not in every case.

When you think of Toys for Tots, it is not just
about handing a toy to a child and yet so many
think it is that easy. Another misconception is
that the total number of children helped is not
always a great thing to say because in reality, we
as a nation pray that there are not that many kids
in need.

We, the Marines of Kentuckiana Detachment 729,
continue to carry a long history of supporting the
Marine Corps Toys for Tots Foundation by
ensuring “Every Child Deserves a Little
Christmas” and I would like to take the
foundation’s motto a step further in saying that we
try to change the word “Little” to “Great” based
on the donations we receive throughout the year.

Later during his tour in Nam he was
injuredi andewds reassignedrt@anGAP unlt with & Marine
rifle team treating villagers. In 1971 a CA 46 helicopter
was hit by a enemy rocket and Doc was able to save the
crew members lives. He was awarded the bronze star for
his heroic action.

Doc left his military career for a career with the VA as a
nurse for 34 years taking care of veterans. His career of
service and sacrifice to veterans is a great legacy of
which we all are grateful.

Tis the Season to be Up Close and Personal

Please read this article, especially if you DON'T carry concealed or if you DON'T care anything
about self-defense and firearms. We've mentioned situational awareness and the predatory
behavior of criminals, so now it makes sense to focus on actual "battle space.” If you're not paying
attention while out and about, you could get a nasty surprise. It may not be the "knock out game,"
but it could be equally devastating, and it will occur right in front of you. Police statistics show
civilian defense encounters involving use of a handgun occur within these averaged parameters:
within 3 meters (9 or 10 feet), within 3 seconds, and with only 3 rounds being fired (combined
perpetrator and victim). Look around you right now. What and who are 3 meters from you? How
far can you move in 3 seconds? Where's your gun?

Now consider your reactions, if you carry a firearm concealed. Here are some simple remedies for
the close-quarters gunfight, and some of these can be practiced "dry-fire." | will start by assuming
you can draw your usual weapon from whatever clothing or purse or holster you are wearing, and
fire one round inside of one-and-one-half seconds. If you can't, then stop reading and go to the
range now! See if you can add to this list:

1. Have you ever practiced shooting "from retention?" This is also called the hip-shot. Draw with
your strong hand only, tuck your elbow firmly into your side at your waist, and fire while keeping
the forearm level. Can you hit the target? Where is your other hand? Lean forward a bit. Can you
feel the muzzle blast on your face? | don't need to tell you why this shooting position is important.

2. Take your EMPTY handgun and dry-fire the TV for a bit. Now ask your friend or spouse to
move in front of you and try to pull the EMPTY gun out of your hand. This is what will happen
when you miss that first shot! Have | got your attention, yet?

3. Find a young friend or family member to train with you for a few minutes. Have them stand 10
feet away (3 meters), and then have them lunge or sprint toward you as fast as they can. You
don't need a gun for this one. Now, that 3 seconds we mentioned earlier seems like a real luxury,
doesn't it?
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Since this has been a thinking-man's and thinking-woman's article, I'll leave it to you to settle all
the questions and details that arise from these training suggestions. Stay safe and watch those
parking lots while shopping!
